extensions or customizing decals should be used.

STOCK CAR RACER

Special accessories such as a roll bar and
tachometer together with decals of numbers,
emblems, etc. have been provided to construct
this model. For further realism, the hub caps or
moon discs should not be used.

Shown below is the suggested mounting of various
fins on top of rear fender. File top of fender flat as
shown and cement fin in place. If desired, smooth
and “lead” cement line after cement dries (leading
means to fill and style with body putty).

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Along with the 23/8” fin cemented as shown in the
previous view, you can add the 21/8” fin to outside
of rear fender in line with tail light. These fins may
also be used on inside or out-side of rear fenders in
other ways as described in following sections.

FILE OFF RING 934 OR LARGE FIN
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A more advanced fin treatment is shown below.
First cement large fin to top of rear fender, then
cement 23/8” fin on outside of fender and the 21/8”
fin on the inside. The fins may be “leaded”
(puttied) after cement has set.
