OVERDRIVE:

Overdrive is a scenario where the front and rear wheels do not rotate at the same speed. The Stealth X gearbox is designed to
allow the front wheels to spin faster than the rear wheels. Overdrive is advantageouse when climbing up rock faces because the
front tires will want to pull the vehicle up the rock. On desents, the rear tires rotating slower than the front tires will help keep
the chassis more stable and keep the rear tires planted on the ground.
