MBC-24JST USB Charger

This charger is designed to charge the included 7.2V NiMH packs only. DO NOT charge any other type of
battery. It is NOT intended for LiPo or LiHon packs; or packs of a lower or higher voltage rating. When
connected to a standard USB power source (500 mA or above is recommended), a red LED will light up
icating that the power is ON.
