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The Panzerkampfwagen IV was the predominant tank
used by Germany during the World War 2. It was used
throughout the conflict and on all fronts. Tank crews
mounted a wide variety of tools and equipment on their
tanks to meet special requirements. Some examples are
as follows:

@Jack: Initially an 18 ton jack was used; however, to
cope with the added weight of the later versions of the
tank, a 20 ton jack was issued beginning with the Ausf. G.
@Engine starting crank: Alihough the Pz.Kpfw. IV had
electric start capability, a cranking rod was supplied in
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case of electrical failure. The final “J” version used a one-
piece crank handle which made for better productivity.
@Blackout light: The headlights were initially produced
by the Nova Technik or Notek firm, but were replaced by
the Bosch lights on the F2 and later versions. Lights from
both companies were widely used on German fighting ve-
hicles.

@Gun barrel cleaning rod: Following introduction of the
long barrel 75mm main gun on the F2 and later versions,
the cleaning rod was made in a longer, 4-piece unit.
