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{Uniform) Where the German greatcoat of ear-
ly WWII had a dark green short collar, the later
uniform featured a wider collar for added
warmth. Like the rest of the coat, it was field
grey in color. The greatcoat was primarily
made of wool, however, as the war pro-
gressed, more and more rayon was substitut-
ed for wool due to economic reasons.

{MG42 Machine Gun)In 1942, the improved
version of the MG34, the MG42 became the
main machine gun of the German army. Press
construction served to heighten production
quality and durability of the weapon. Firing
1200 rounds/min, the MG42 machine gun was
used on many battlefields of WWII.
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{Model Particulars) This assembly model figure is
based on the German Machine Gunner of the Second
World War. Wearing a late version greatcoat and car-
rying a MG42 machine gun on his shoulder, the
Machine Gunner has been recreated in high detail.
The collar portion of his coat has been included as a
separately molded part.  Kit also includes MG42
